DLCI 112

. 1 (first digit) is the local router number R1 in this case

° 2 is the remote router number R2 in this case

o 1 (second digit) is the serial interface number R1 connects to on R2 (s0/0/1)
in this case

DLCI 201

° 2 is the local router number R2 in this case

o 1is the remote router number R1 in this case

o 0 is the serial interface number R2 connects to on R1 (s0/0/0) in this case
